Practicum Requirements

During the course of the master’s training, it is expected that each student will have the opportunity to do at least one of the following:

1. Present an abstract of a clinical research project (platform or poster presentation) at a regional, national or international scientific meeting.  (Such an external presentation is strongly preferred for this practicum.)
2. Present a clinical research project at a departmental or division research meeting.  (This will be allowed in rare circumstances when presentation at an external meeting is not feasible.)
When the student is planning to give one of the above presentations, he/she should contact one of the practicum directors at least one month in advance to make arrangements for completing the presentation practicum during the preparation for this presentation.  The purpose of the practicum is to provide the student with mentoring that is specifically focused on presentation skills as opposed to the scientific aspects of the presentation.  The student should plan on to have a draft of the presentation prepared at least 2 weeks before the scheduled meeting.  Multiple drafts and revisions may be needed before the presentation is finalized.  The student should plan to give at least one practice presentation of an abstract.  If feasible, the practicum director may opt to attend the meeting and critique the presentation with the student after the meeting.
